Easter – No coffee Hour
Coffee Hour Procedures

Before Church

1. Making the coffee – You need to judge that yourself.  We usually do 60 cups of coffee but if it is a weekend you think there will be less people, then please feel free to make less.  Get that started as soon as you get there.  Measurements are as follows 60 cups of coffee needs 4 cups of coffee grinds;  40 cups of coffee needs 2 ½ cups of coffee grinds.  In the summer, I would think we would need less coffee.

2. Set the table up.  Try to get as many of the treats set up before coffee hour begins so that you won’t be rushed after communion.  Put chips in baskets, cookies on trays, etc

3. Coffee condiments – Set up the sugar, spoons, napkins and cream.  Pour the cream in the whatever the cream pourer is called and leave in the frig till after communion.

4. Set up cups – Set up coffee and juice cups

5. All the supplies should be in the kitchen downstairs (mostly cups and napkins).  The coffee, juice and sugar should be upstairs

After Communion

We usually leave after communion to put the finishing touches on.

1. Pour apple juice into juice cups – only fill ½ way to prevent spillage

2. Set up cream

3. Make sure treats are already

After Coffee Hour

1. Wash down the platters that were used.

2. Empty coffee pot

3. Put everything away that was taken out.

4. Wash down tables and counters

5. Check supplies for next week – coffee, juice, coffee and juice cups, sugar. All the supplies should be in the kitchen downstairs (mostly cups and napkins).  The coffee, juice and sugar should be upstairs.
